HOW DO I MAKE A HOLY HOUR? 
Continuing Fr Tim Anastos’ How Do I Make a Holy 
Hour? from his new book, Jesus Make Me Fully Alive
 
The Church, in its wisdom, encourages us to 
intentionally spend time with Jesus, who is waiting 
for us in the tabernacle. Let’s break this down:
 
Intentionally: When we are intentional, we 
are deliberate in our thoughts and actions. 
We deeply care about living purposely with 
our goals. It’s easy to be intentional with the 
things that we care about: our friendships, 
money, and family…We are called to be 
intentional with our relationship with Jesus. To 
be intentional with Jesus is to live on purpose, 
have direction and focus, and strive to make the 
most of our time and energy in pursuit of Christ.
 
Spending Time: Spoiler alert…Jesus is real. 
Not only is Jesus real, but also He is alive. He 
is living now! So the way that we can grow 
in a relationship with Him is to spend time 
with Him in the present moment. Making a 
Holy Hour is carving out time to be with Him. 
We actually have to offer Jesus our time.
 
With Jesus: Our modern, secular culture 
teaches us about mindfulness and 
meditation. But prayer is different. Prayer is 
communication with a person. Mindfulness 
and meditation look inward at oneself and 
can become a lonely self-help exercise. While 
mindfulness and meditation can sometimes 
help with stress, these practices also empty 
out our thoughts, emotions, and desires. This 
“emptying” is directly opposed to prayer. 
After you spend time with a friend, you are 
more alive, not “emptied out.” Prayer is not 
emptying out but rather pouring in. Jesus 
Christ pours His love and grace into our 
hearts and makes us more alive.
 
In the tabernacle (or Monstrance): Notice 
that little light at the front of the church? It is 
an invitation to stop what we are doing and 
experience an encounter with Jesus. Just as 
the ark of the covenant, housed in the Holy 
of Holies in the Temple, is a place God dwelt 
with His people, so the tabernacle is a place 
where heaven touches earth and Christ fulfills 
His promise never to leave us or forsake us.
