By providing them with solid teaching, joyful
Christian witness, and, most importantly, an opportunity
to encounter Jesus Christ through the Sacraments, Totus
Tuus seeks to evangelize young people in a lasting and
profound way. They not only offer an exciting and

1. Creating a ParishStaqg account does NOT register you as a member of
St Brendan parish. If you are already a registered member, no need to
re-register, but, for those who would like to join our parish, new member

2. If you update your address in ParishStaq or Pushpay, that will not
automatically update your address for offertory envelopes since those
are managed by a 3rd party vendor, so please contact the parish office
and we will notify the envelope company of your address change.

3. When you create your ParishStaq or Pushpay account, make sure to do
so as an individual, not as a couple or family (ie: inputting ""Mr & Mrs
Smith™ or *'Smith Family™ in the name fields will flag our system and
creates duplicate profiles, causing extra work for parish staff!)

If you still haven't created your ParishStaq

account, please do so soon! We will be

launching our Parish App at Easter and

several of the features will only be available

to those signed in to their ParishStaq account.

* Quick sign-in access to ParishStaq

* Daily Scripture, your groups, notifications,

Fifth Sunday of Lent DISCIPLE

Ez 37:12-14 | Rom 8:8-11 | Jn11:1-45

GROW AS A DISCIPLE | PrAY, STUDY, ENGAGE, SERVE

In today’s Gospel, we see so clearly the fully human nature
of Jesus even in the midst of him revealing his divine nature
in raising Lazarus from the dead. On hearing that his friend
Lazarus had died, Jesus “wept,” and he became “perturbed
and deeply troubled.” We see his love for Martha and Mary,
and the freedom he gives them to love him fully in return,
and to expect things of him. Each of them confronts Jesus,
exasperated: Had you come earlier, our brother would not
have died! Yet in the same breath, they express their faith
that Jesus is the resurrection and the life. As we continue our
Lenten journey, we can rest assured that Jesus is never far
from us and that he understands our human longings, strug-
gles and pain. Like Martha and Mary, we can place our faith in
Jesus here, now and for eternity.

GO EVANGELIZE
PRAYER, INVITATION, WITNESS, ACCOMPANIMENT

The raising of Lazarus foreshadows Christ’s death and resur-
rection and reminds us of God’s enduring power over death.
That can, at times, seem a small comfort as we confront our
own mortality or mourn the loss of those dear to us. Yet,
just as Jesus showed his love for Lazarus, Martha and Mary,
we, too, can extend our love and support for others in their
grief. We can show our love through our simple presence, a
thoughtful card or an offer to pray for the deceased person
and their family. In these ways, we can strengthen our own
faith and that of others. As we hear in today’s Gospel, “Now
many of the Jews who had come to Mary and seen what he
had done began to believe in him.”

ACTION As we grow closer to Holy Week, now is a
good time to participate in the sacrament of reconcilia-
tion. Has it been a while? The U.S. Bishops provide a
helpful guide on their website: usccb.org.
