LEAD CATECHISTS (50% discount) will coordinate adults in leading
a group of children in songs, games, and sharing short teachings
that are prepared for you by our staff. Catechists also use the online
platform Martha to give short feedback and follow up with families
as they complete their family meetings at home. Catechists will lead
8 at-church sessions throughout the year, once a month.

AIDES (50% discount) support the Lead Catechist in managing the
room and leading activities with small groups of elementary-aged
kids. They may support the Catechists to provide feedback for
family follow-throughs on the Martha online platform. Aides will
assist at 8 at-church sessions, once each month.

MIDDLE SCHOOL SMALL GROUP LEADERS (100% discount) will
accompany a group of 6th-8th grade children as they mature in
their faith.

FAMILY COACHES (50% discount) are present to share their wisdom
and accompany 6-8 families. They lead a small group of parents at
each family session and are available to help with questions about
sharing faith at home and raising kids to be Catholic. They also
provide feedback on family follow-throughs for their small group of
families via the Martha online platform. Family Coaches are present
with their group of parents for 8 parent sessions, once each month.

For 2023-24, Family Faith Formation at St Brendan will
begin to offer three different pathways for families.
Each family will be involved in one of the following:

SEEK & ROOT - If you are new to family faith
formation, you will join the Seek & Root pathway.
These families meet Monday nights at church 10 times
throughout the year - twice a month in September and
October, and once a month November-April.

SACRAMENT PREPARATION - Families returning to
family faith formation and preparing one (or more!)
of their children for a sacrament this year will meet
on a Monday night five times throughout the year,
in addition to sacramental celebrations. These family
sessions run from October-March.

CONTINUED GROWTH - Families returning to family
faith formation who are not preparing any children for
a sacrament are part of the continued growth pathway,
which meets on a Sunday morning or evening, OR
Monday night 8 times from September-April.

Each of these pathways needs volunteers, too!

We need catechists, aides, middle school small group
leaders, and parent small group leaders. Please see
volunteer description and details listed to the right
and reach out if you have a heart for families -
whether it be parents, children, or both!

GROW & AS A DISCIPLE | prAY, STUDY, ENGAGE, SERVE

As a teenager, | was someone you might call “Suzy high school.” |
played sports, was president of my class, had many friends, etc. But
there were times | made some bad choices and ended up having to
face my parents with the truth. | remember being afraid of what they
would think, even wondering if my actions would make them love me
less. Thankfully, | was blessed with incredible parents whose loving les-
sons throughout my life pointed me toward our Father’s love. St. Paul
gives us a glimpse of how deep the love of our Father is in the second
reading: “But God proves his love for us in that while we were still
sinners Christ died for us.” God loves us so completely that even before
we approach him to ask for forgiveness, his arms are open wide. Look
up at the cross and let that abundant, unending love wash over you.
Reflect on what is said in the first reading from the Book of Exodus:
“Therefore, if you hearken to my voice and keep my covenant, you shall
be my special possession, dearer to me than all other people, though
all the earth is mine.”

GO EVANGELIZE
PRAYER, INVITATION, WITNESS, ACCOMPANIMENT

How can we respond to this great love we have been shown by our
heavenly Father? Jesus is pretty clear on this topic, isn’t he? “Love one
another as | have loved you.” Not a lot of ambiguity or nuance there.
Daunting? Doesn’t need to be. The words of today’s responsorial psalm
proclaim: “Know that the Lord is God; he made us, his we are; his peo-
ple, the flock he tends.” His flock is all of us - including the poor, the
depressed, the lonely. Perhaps we can challenge ourselves this summer
to step out in service to God’s flock by calling on someone in our own
lives who may feel marginalized, frightened, or anxious, and be the
hands and feet of our Father to them. Perhaps they do not know the
depth of our Father’s love and we can reassure them of this. In today’s
Gospel Jesus says: “Without cost you have received; without cost you
are to give.” We have been blessed by the sacrifice of the Lamb, and it
is our responsibility to share that blessing with others.
